- Senator Christopher Dodd also spoke. He is the new 
Chairman of the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing 
and Urban Affairs. He also has announced that he is run-
ning for the 2008 Democrat Party nomination for Presi-
dent. He felt that the major concerns that would be acted 
on by his committee includes infra structure appropria-
t ions, legislation regarding sub prime lending, and more 
open government. Legislation such as GSI’ s and funding 
for projects like Lewis and Clark will improve while home 
buil ding wil l be harmed in legislation regarding the envi-
ronment, association heath care, etc.
