e bills never felt so
good. During National
Remodeling Month
this May, the Remodeling Council wants
consumers to go green when remodeling.
It looks great, saves money, and even

hel ps the environment. In fact, many al-
ready incorporate these energy efficient
and sustai nable products in their home.

Green remodeling - What does that
mean? Green remodeling means i ncorpo-
rating sustai nable, durable, and healthy
designinto homes. Energy efficiency
remai ns the most popular tenant of green
remodeling

Asit continues to grow, it won't be
called green remodeling, but simply re-
modeling. More than one quarter of re-
model ers surveyed by the National Asso-
ciation of Home Builders, NAHB, saw
growing demand for green remodeling
late last year, compared to just 6 percent
reporting less demand.

The majority of remodel ers already
incorporate energy efficiency into their
work. Nearly all (85 percent) used |ow-
energy windows, 68 percent used i nsu-

|ated exterior doors, 65 percent upgraded
insulation, and 56 percent installed high
efficiency HVAC systens.

The survey aso showed that many
remodel ers al so use environmentally
friendly products. For example, more
than 75 percent of those surveyed mini-
mi ze the harvesting of old-growth forests
by using alter natives to di mensional lum-
ber, like engi neered wood. Additionally,
65 percent already incorporate recycled

or recyclable materials into their projects.

The NAHB offersa“Top 8" list for
Green Remodeling:
- Install maximum insulationin the area
to be remodel ed.
- Install high-efficiency windows instead
of those that just meet the energy code.
- Seal al exterior penetrationsinthe area
being remodel ed.
- Purchase only Energy Star ®-rated ap-
pliances.
- Install only low-flow water fixtures.
- Upgrade to an Energy Star ®-rated wa-
ter heater, or better yet a tankl ess water
heater.
- Purchase the hi ghest efficiency HVAC
system you can afford.
